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Snowmobile Safari in Swedish-Finnish Lapland – Europe´s last wilderness 
Discover the unique winter landscape of northern Scandinavia on a snowmobile.

We take you right into the last wilderness of Europe and show you the untouched nature in the border triangle of Norway, Sweden and Finland. Experience the wide tundra, snow-covered forests, the breathtaking mountain world and the fantastic landscape north of the Arctic Circle.

Enjoy Nordic specialties and let yourself be abducted to the world of Sápmi. On this tour you will experience the nature of Lapland in a unique way.

Tourplan

Day 1
After arriving in Kiruna, we will pick you up and bring you to our camp near Jukkasjärvi. Your guide will welcome you provide you with winter clothing for the tour. In the evening there is a dinner in our Kåta. Afterwards, the guide will inform you about the tour and explain the safety precautions.


Accommodation in a cozy 4-bed hut in the camp.
Day 2
After breakfast and briefing by the guide we will start our tour; we follow an old smuggler trail in direction Finland. On the way we passing worlds most famous Ice hotel first and only. In the middle we making a stop at Sekkutoppa cabin and will enjoy our lunch outside there if weather is good over open fire. In Soppero where we staying over the night in 2-4 bed rooms, sauna in basement and showers. Guide making you dinner. We need also to refill our snowmobiles here.
Trail today is 75-80 km.

Day 3
Today we drive to the Finnish border and end in Karesuando (100 m away from the border to Finland). We will drive through snowy forests, over frozen lakes and rivers and open moorland. In the afternoon it is possible to go ice fishing on the river.

Overnight stay will be at small 2-3 bed cabins or in main house in Karesuando.


Trail today is Apx. 80-100 km depending on trial, reindeers, etc.

Day 4
We leave the camp in Karesuando. Our day’s trip leads over the Könkemää River and is taking us to Kilpisjärvi in Finland. We spend the night in a very nice timber hut. You can take a sauna in the evening to relax.

Stage of the day: approx. 120 km

Day 5
Today’s stage takes us along a part of Princess Viktoria Trail and the Könkemää River, and we follow the trails up to Treriksröset, where Sweden, Finland and Norway meet in one point and continue, we have three different alternatives to choose here this day:

· Go true Signal valley down to Hatteng directly at Norwegian cost.  (In this valley it can be a lot of Ice from Atlantic coast weather, it can also be problem with snow)

· Drive to Halti, Finland highest mountain. (Halti is Finland’s highest Mountain 1400 meters)

· Visit Pältsa plateau, (Mountain chain is Skanderna. Scandinavian Mountain chain, very beautiful trail)

It will be weather, trails, snow conditions, where Sami people have Reindeers at the moment, out from that we need to take our discissions where to go and your guide taking that when he got information up in Kilpisjärvi from Local authority’s. 

All alternative will be more or less same in distance Apx. 80-130 kilometres.

Day 6
After breakfast we leave Finland and we follow the trails to the area of Rostojaure, a big fishing camp in the Swedish tundra. We making a stop and continue direction Torneträsk and to our accommodation for the night in Väkkäräjärvi. This is out in nowhere.
In Väkkäräjärvi you will stay in 4 bed cabins, dinner is made from our host as living under winter time up there. Sauna in evening. If you are not to tired you can try to do some Ice fishing in the lake.

Distance today is 160-180 kilometres.
Day 7
Start Väkkäräjärvi to Base camp in Oinakka where we started our tour. Under the way we stopping at Ice hotel and visit Sami village.
When we are back, we will take care of our snowmobiles and all equipment from the tour.

Dinner in evening in our Kåta at Base Camp.

Day 8
Departure day, depends on flight times we can visit Kiruna new town
The tour plan listed here is a preliminary plan. The length of the daily stages as well as the course of the route depend on circumstances, we have no influence on, e.g. weather conditions, trafficability of the routes, snow conditions, reindeer herds etc.
Included in the tour price: 

1 snowmobile per person, petrol, fully comprehensive insurance (the deductible in case of damage or destruction of the snowmobile is 9375 SEK), accommodation, full board, sauna, fishing license and equipment, overalls, shoes, helmet, gloves, sleeping bag, towel. Participants of the tour must have a driver's license. Tour length: approx. 600-850km

Not included:

Alcoholic beverages

Recommendation for own equipment:

Thermal underwear, ski googles (not needed to be expansive), sunglasses, fleece clothing, light gloves, slippers,
Number of participants: max. 8-10 people per tour. (at least 3 participants)
